Sport policy example 

Rationale 
The BOT recognises that participation in sport by students and staff has positive benefits for the individual, the school and the community.

Purpose (objectives)
To provide opportunities for students which will enhance their quality of life and help them to achieve to the highest level of their ability through participation in sport.

To fully utilise the facilities and resources within the school and the immediate community to assist students in their sporting endeavours.

To encourage, acknowledge and promote those involved.


Procedures (guidelines)
A sport coordinator will be appointed.

The sport coordinator will have overall responsibility for the promotion and organisation of the sports programme and will report to the Principal.

A sport budget, administered by the sport coordinator, will be prepared and approved annually as part of the school budget process.

The school will establish and work within a sport strategic plan with targets and initiaitives determined and reviewed on an annual basis.

Staff are supported in their involvement in sport through professional development opportunities and direct recognition of their contribution.

The school will promote the profile and benefits of sport within the school and in the wider community.

The administration of sport will adhere to other relevant school policies (e.g. risk management, health and safety) and all relevant public regulations.

The school will adhere to the principles of fair play.

The school will offer a wide range of sport opportunities to all students, which will cater for all levels of ability and interest.
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
