Policy to provide opportunities for students to participate in sport

	Rationale:
	All students should be encouraged to be involved in sport and physical activities.



	Objectives:
	1. To ensure that students participate in sport and physical activities for enjoyment.

2. To provide an understanding of sportsmanship and give an opportunity for students to work as a group i.e. in team sports or as individuals taking responsibility for their performance.

3. To provide the opportunity to develop leisure activities that will carry through into their adult life.

4. To recognise the competitive nature of sport.

5. To foster leadership through sport.

6. To ensure sport is available to students of all abilities.

7. To provide an opportunity for involvement of the community.

8. To develop individual skill levels in sporting areas.

9. To see sport as part of students’ overall education.


	Procedures:
	1. Human and physical resources are allocated to cover an agreed range (12 primary codes) of sporting activities, the focus being on managers, officials and playing.

2. Inter-school sporting competition should be fostered and opportunities given for students to be involved.

3. Publicity to be given to results and achievements.

4. Major sporting activities, e.g. cross-country, athletics, swimming and house sports continue to be part of the school programme and calendar.

5. The school and the Board of Trustees will encourage staff involvement in sports and will ensure that within the budget there is provision for financial reimbursement of expenses incurred by staff in carrying out their duties associated with sporting activities.
