Policy on equity for sporting, cultural and academic activities

	Rationale:
	All students regardless of gender, ability and ethnicity shall receive equal encouragement, recognition and resources for sporting, cultural and academic activities and equal access to equipment and facilities.

	Objectives:
	1. To ensure each student has an opportunity to reach his/her potential.
2. To develop acceptable strategies that redress inequalities perceived to be present with cultural, sporting and academic areas.
3. To ensure that each student’s progress in sporting, cultural and academic areas is encouraged and their achievements are valued.

	Procedures:
	1. There will be reporting of cultural, sporting and academic achievements in half year reports to parents for all students regardless of gender, ability and ethnicity.
2.  All students will participate in a wide range (at least 2) of sporting, cultural and academic options. 
3. People with disabilities will have access to all teaching blocks at the school by 2016.
