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What is P’abl.sport?

Play.sport is a collaborative model for the delivery of physical
education (PE) and extra-curricular sport being piloted in
45 schools in Upper Hutt and Waitakere.

It involves a Play.sport workforce (curriculum facilitators, PE
mentors and community activators) working with schools to

upskill and support teachers to develop the quality of PE lessons.

The Play.sport workforce also connects schools with providers
within the local community, such as sports clubs, other schools
and marae, to provide a fresh approach to both PE and
extra-curricular sport.

Play.sport is being delivered by Sport New Zealand, supported
by the Ministry of Education and ACC.

The four-year pilot was launched in March 2015, made
possible by an $8 million Government investment as part
of the Childhood Obesity Plan.
